The maximum duration of Ul benefits for most Ul claimants is 26
weeks. Duration measures the 12 month average of regular Ul
benefits only.

The duration of benefits was 18.3 weeks for July 2021, a de-
crease from the previous month, June 2021 (20.3 weeks) and an
increase from July 2020 when the duration of benefits was 10.5
weeks.
